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Our priorities:

#1 Viability of the Product

#2 Shipment of Product in Good Condition

#3 Keeping Freight Costs at a Minimum

In Summer of 2002 Paul Bizon attended an ANLA trip to Germany
where he witnessed their ability to harvest a much smaller root ball
due to their extensive root pruning and planting practices.  He realized
that we were dated in our practices, and set forth to immediately mimic
their well tested methods.

6 years ago we began transplanting from 2 gallon plants instead of 1
gallons to have a more mature plant upon planting in the field,
allowing for these beneficial changes to the root ball size.  This means
that our plants now spend less time in the ground before the are to a
salable size.  Our first full rotation on this program became available
this year.

4 years ago we began root pruning these plants to create very dense
and fibrous root structures on plants that otherwise would be more
deeply rooted into the soil.  By doing this we are able to dig smaller
root balls full of only roots, and not excess soil.

Root ball size difference for Spring 2009 Product are likely to be one
size smaller than in previous years.  For Example: 2008 and prior
may have been 36” Basket, now we are able to use a 32” Basket
